CLASS DEFINITIONS (The word “Dog” includes both sexes)

A Baby Puppy Class is confined to puppies of four months“ef age
and under six months of age on the day of the show.

Baby puppies are confined to this class and cannot compete for any
further awards.

A Puppy Class is confined to dogs over six and under twelve calen-
dar months of age on the first day of the Show-computed from and
inclusive of the date of its birth.

A Junior Class is confined to dogsshetween 9 and 18 calendar
months of age on the first day.of-theisShow, computed from and inclu-
sive of the date of its birth.

An Intermediate Class is‘for:dogs between 15 and 24 calendar
months of age on the-first day’of the Show, computed from and inclu-
sive of the date ofits-birth.

An Open Class,is for dogs over 15 months of age on the first day of
the Show, cemputed from and inclusive of the date of its birth.

A Champien Class is for dogs who have gained the Title of Cham-
pion under Trish Kennel Club Rules or under a recognised Kennel Au-
thority.confirmed by the date of closing of entries.****

A Veteran Class is for dogs over eight years of age on the first day
of the Show, computed from and inclusive of the date of its birth.
